Contest Site Etiquette 

Please follow appropriate concert site etiquette during the contest.  Please do not enter backstage doors during 

another band’s performance.  Please also refrain from entering or exiting the auditorium audience during a 

band’s performance.  Let’s make sure to model for our students and parents what is expected.  Please also do 

not order doordash/ubereats/grubhub/etc… for yourself or students.  Our campus is a 100% closed campus. 

Bus (Truck) Drop Off & Parking: 

Your buses and truck/trailer will drop off/load in the bus cutout on the side of the Band Hall.  You will be met 

at the double glass doors by your student monitor.  After students have unloaded, your buses will move to the 

large parking lot across from our career center by the tennis courts (see map).  If arriving ahead of your 

performance time, band students must wait in the lobby or enter the auditorium to listen to bands until called to 

move to warm up.  Any equipment trucks/trailers must park with the buses once unloaded. 

***Instrument Cases: 

Please make plans to leave cases on buses/in trailers as storage space is extremely limited with classes still 

occurring at SWHS.  If you absolutely can not leave cases on your bus/in your trailer, please contact 

nball@swisd.net ahead of time to make plans for a storage area.   

Contest Office: 

Upon arrival, a director needs to report to the contest office.  You must submit 3 sets of original numbered 

scores, 4 copies of your seating chart, and one announcer script.  (Please email your seating chart and 

announcer script to nball@swisd.net now so we can adequately prepare for you.)

Ratings will be posted outside of the contest office.  You may pick up your director’s scores approximately 30 

minutes after the conclusion of your performance in the contest office.  Remember that judge comments will be 

available on TexasMusicForms and your recording delivered electronically.  If your band plans to attend a 

performance in the auditorium, please remind them of proper concert etiquette and that NO FOOD, GUM, OR 

DRINK is allowed in the auditorium.  An adult must be with the students if you plan to stay to watch bands.  

Please have one or more adults with your students at all times if you plan to have them listening to bands.  It is 

vital that groups listening do not do anything to disrupt the process. 

 

If you have parents coming to watch your performance, please let them know that per SWISD and SWHS 

policy, they MUST sign in as a visitor prior to entering the auditorium.  Our school day starts at 8:55 and 

ends at 4:25.  If you’re near those times, please let your parents know to plan for school day traffic and time 

to sign in as a visitor.
